Now
wash and anoint yourself, and put on your best clothes and go down to the threshing floor;
but do not make yourself known to the man until he has finished eating and drinking. When
he lies down, observe the place where he lies; then, go and uncover his feet and lie down;
and he will tell you what to do.” She said to her, “All that you tell me I will do.”

The Nicene Creed

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From the Calendar of the Saints

November 10 Leo the Great Bishop of Rowme, 461

Leo’s letter to the Council of Chalcedon in 451, dealing with the human and divine natures
of Christ, was so effective it was said that “Peter has spoken by Leo.” He also forestalled the
sack of Rome by his negotiations with Attila the Hun.

November 11 Martin Bishop of Tours, 397

When Martin, who became a patron saint of France, divided his military cloak with a beggar,
Jesus told Martin he had covered the Lord himself with his garment. Martin’s monastery
near Tours strongly influenced the development of Celtic monasticism in Britain.

November 12 Charles Simeon Prrest, 1836

Simeon became the recognized leader of the evangelical movement in the Church of
England and helped found the Church Missionary Society. His unfailingly biblical, simple,
and passionate sermons assured his high rank as an Anglican preacher.

November 14 Consecration of Samuel Seabury First American Bishop, 1784

Because he could not swear allegiance to the crown, Seabury could not be consecrated in the
Church of England. Instead he was consecrated bishop by bishops of the Episcopal Church
in Scotland. As Bishop of Connecticut he was active in the organization of the American
Episcopal Church.

November 16 Margaret Queen of Scotland, 1093

A zealous reformer, Margaret sought to change old fashioned and careless practices among
the Scottish clergy. While conscientiously fulfilling the roles of wife and mother of eight, she
encouraged the founding of schools, hospitals, and orphanages.
